Summer Fun!
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Stimulating your child’s mind this summer is crucial and so easy to do! But how? Engage your children in some fun experiences. A couple of my favorite places to take kids are listed below: 
· Visit a water park where children love to feel, explore and play. At a water park, children are free to experience what sliding down a slide feels like, how ripples form when they pat at the surface of water, how water splashes up when they jump into a pool, and how it feels to float in an inner tube. Every new experience that a child has will enrich their vocabulary, heighten their senses, and expand their base of knowledge. 
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· Paint ceramics at a paint-your-own-pottery studio. Art activities engage a child’s mind, creativity and imagination. Whether your child is painting with a brush, finger-painting, gluing, cutting shapes out of cardstock or even notebook paper, they are learning new skills while reinforcing those they already have. When you go into a pottery studio with your children, make sure to ask a lot of questions, point out new things to them (such as what a “kiln” is, how ceramics are made, etc.) and don’t forget to encourage their artistic abilities. If your child is painting a fire engine blue, who cares? Allow them to create and experiment with different colors, different brush strokes, brush sizes, etc. All of these new experiences will be fun, exciting and educational for your child.              
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
