Seashell Activity 
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For this activity, you’ll need:


- Any standard picture frame

- Hot glue sticks

- 1 hot glue gun

- Glitter (optional)

1) First, lay out paper towels or newspaper so the hot glue won’t get on whatever surface you are working on.

2) Set the frame down flat, and lay the shells down on the frame in the positions you desire them to be in.

3) Plug in the hot glue gun and insert a glue stick. When it is heated, firmly glue down the shells to the picture frame. Parental supervision is required.
4) Drizzle the glue over the shells and add glitter (if desired).

5) Let frame dry, insert your picture and enjoy your beach memories! 
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
